Nordahl Grieg Leikarring og Spelemannslag present a weekend of Norwegian folk dance and music featuring Vestafor. 
Dance instruction will be by Ginny Lee and Mikkel Thompson. Music instruction will be provided by Toby Weinberg on 
Hardanger fiddle, fiddle and willow flute and Bill Likens on accordion and torader. We have had requests to review 
Hallingspringar, Finnskogpols and some songdans and turdans that have been taught at camp in the past. The reviews will 
offer the opportunity to keep the dances fresh in our minds. 
Vestafor is a dance music trio featuring Ginny Lee, Toby Weinberg, and Mikkel Thompson. They have performed in New 
England and throughout New York the Midwest, Northwest, CA and Canada. They have produced their first CD. 
Toby Weinberg, from Syracuse, NY, is the founder and music director of the Boston Spelemannslag and the Finger Lakes 
Hardingfelelag in New York. He has competed on hardingfele (Hardanger fiddle) in Norway and has performed solo and with 
several Norwegian and American dance performance groups. Toby is an instructor in great demand throughout the USA. 
Ginny Lee, from Syracuse, NY, has been dancing and teaching folk dance for most of her adult life, in the USA and other 
countries, including China and Taiwan. She has taught several children's groups, including the Nordahl Grieg 
Barneleikarring, and is currently working with Scandinavian folk dance groups in New York. She is also a delightful musician 
and plays many instruments, from harpeliek to nyckelharpa, fele (fiddle), hardingfele and seljefløyte. 
Bill Likens, from Mountain View, CA, is the music director of the Nordahl Grieg Spelemannslag. A long time accordion player, 
Bill plays Norwegian as well as international styles of folkdance music. Bill plays trekkspell (piano accordion) and torader 
(diatonic button accordion) for performance groups and dance parties, and also teaches both instruments. The 
Spelemannslag has completed its third CD, "En Gang Til". 
Mikkel Thompson, from Stockholm, Sweden, has performed and taught dance and music in the USA, Canada, Norway, and 
Sweden. Mikkel was the artistic director of the NGL for 17 years. He is part of the dance and music performance groups 
Wermdö Durspelare, Vestafor, and HjerteDans. 
Dance music at the parties will be provided by musicians attending the workshop, Bill Likens and Vestafor. Ginny Lee and 
Toby Weinberg will again organize and prepare our delicious meals. Everyone is welcome to attend. There will be something 
for beginning dancers as well as experienced dancers. 

Camp Norge is located near Alta, California. Alta is halfway between Auburn and Truckee on Interstate 80. The camp is 
approximately 1/4 mile from I-80. From eastbound I-80, take the Alta exit, turn right at the stop sign, and follow the signs.
